I. Call to Order. Chairperson Tanner established a quorum and calledthe regularlyscheduled meeting of the Ad Hoc
Subcommittee to order at 3:00 PM.

II. Outline the focus and goals of tbe Ad Hoc Committee in relation to Ordinance 7333. ChairpersonTanner addressed the
purpose of the committee and their task in regardsto not only the ordinance but also in establishing recommendations
to City Council on how best to assistthe homeless in gettingoff the streets. Floor was opened fordiscussion of any
ideas to help the homeless. Chairperson Tannercalled foravote to accept Ordinance7333 as It currentlystands.
WarrenCoble motioned to accept Ordinance 7333,SusanRogers seconded the motion. Eight in favor of accepting



Ordinance 7333 as is, committee member Virginia Williams Trice voted against. Motion carried to accept Ordinance
7333 in its current version.

III. . Consider establishing work groups. Chairperson Tanner called fora plan of action to move forward with the next phase
to address the issues that Ordinance 7333 may create with the homeless. Perry Gilmore suggested that a committee be
establishedof subject matter experts to create an outline of needs that are not currentl) being met and the available
resources for the homeless. Chairperson Tannerasked fora committee of 5-7 to be chosen. Subcommittee members
elected: KellyStephens- lead. Perry Gilmore, Sean Puller,Carolyn Thornton, and Georgia Romig- citizen. Grant Reyher
motioned to approve selection of subcommittee members, motion seconded by Susan Rogers. 9-0 in favor.

IV. Discuss possible public participation in public meetings. Chairperson Tanner motioned to allow public to participate in
discussions at public meetings, Virginia Williams Trice seconded the motion. 9-0 in favor.

V. Discuss CoC Point in Time process. James Allen explained the purpose of Point in Time and how this process affects
lunding that goes into resources that are meant to assist the homeless. Notified the committee and public that Point in
Time will take place at midnight on January 20,h through the morning of January 2l". Solicited for volunteers that can
contact the Community Development department to sign up to assist.
