POLICY COMMITTEE MEETING

The Policy Committee for the Amarillo Metropolitan Planning Organization met at 1:30 p.m., October 18, 2018, in Room 275 of the Simms Building, 808 South Buchanan, Amarillo, Texas.

Item 1.  Open Forum, time reserved for anyone to speak on any transportation related item, however, no action can be taken on items not on the agenda.
There was no new business for the open forum.
Item 2.  Discuss and Consider Approval of the July 19, 2018 meeting minutes.
Mayor Ginger Nelson opened the floor to discussion on the minutes from the July meeting. Motion to approve by Kyle Ingham, seconded by Jared. Passed 9-0

Item 3.  Consider and Discuss the Bylaws and Suggested MAB Improvements.
Travis Muno talked on the history of the entire process to expand the MAB boundary and the Bylaws, and talked about all the things that had been done so far to update both the MAB and the Bylaws. After the map was accepted, the Policy Board tasked the TAC Committee to review and update the MPO Bylaws, who then selected a smaller board to review and update. Travis went through the new Bylaw draft with the Policy Board to highlight the changes that were made to the Bylaws to include Canyon, Timber Creek, Palisades, and Tanglewood in the Amarillo MAB, and handle how representation would be handled with the new MAB boundary. Mayor Nelson asked if there were any questions about the list of new representatives. Jared Miller asked for a fix of a typo. Kyle Ingham asked if it would be better to have the mayor or the city manager to be on the policy board. Randy Criswell suggested the continuity of having the city manager on the policy board would make more sense than an elected official. Gary Hinders said he had no issue with that. Dick Davis suggested the Mayor to continue along with what is already set up, and that would allow the mayor to appoint the City Manager. He also spoke on how much he enjoyed serving on this board. Mayor Nelson thanked him for his service, and spoke on how grateful the MPO was to have such a qualified person as a public citizen representative. 

Travis then explained how the Policy Board did not have a responsibility section, and that the one placed in the draft of the new Bylaws, it was taken directly from the planning contract recently signed by the board. He then spoke on proxy members to keep from having the issues with having a quorum for the MPO Policy Board meetings. Kyle Ingham suggested having a standardized form for proxy members. 

Technical Advisory Committee has been updated to show Director of Capital Projects and Development  since the rest of the city positions were directors.	 

Travis brought up the calendar to look at changing the date for the policy board meetings time. Ginger Nelson asked for a show of hands on whether it’s better for morning or afternoons on the first or second Thursday of the month. Terry Nix talked about the necessity for there being enough time for the TAC to work on items for the policy board meetings. The consensus was third Thursday of the month, at 8:30 am at the Simms Building. Dick Davis requested the Traffic Engineer to be on the Technical Advisory Committee. Jared Miller requested to be reminded when the Traffic Engineer position was filled to be placed on the TAC committee. 

The section of the bylaws with the MPO director and Staff was pulled straight from the planning contract. Kyle Ingham asked if the Policy Board needed to hear anything about procurement for the staff, this information is listed under the planning contract, but could add if necessary. MPO utilizes those of the fiscal agent.	 

Terry Nix stated that the bylaws have to be changed prior to the MAB boundary being changed. 

Ernie Houdashell asked if there was a way that members of the committee could get their ethics training to stay on the board. Must be redone every two years.	 

Randy Criswell had a question about calling an unscheduled meeting, and that by having to contact members for a meeting, would be violating the open meetings act. Kyle Schniederjan explained that it was originally pulled out, and thought to have the chair call unscheduled meetings, but the point considered that not all committees got along so they fixed it back. Jared Miller suggested pulling it back to just allowing the chair or the MPO Director.

Jared Miller motioned to approve the changes to the Bylaws pending changes that were noted during the meeting today, contingent on the review of the chair to make sure everything was fixed accordingly. Dick Davis seconded. Motion passes 9-0

Item 4.  Consider and Discuss Performance Measures (PM2&PM3)
Travis Muno talked on the Performance Measures that the Amarillo MPO has already approved. The safety targets that were voted to adopt the TxDot targets, and the Transit Asset Management (TAM) Plan. TAC has made the recommendation to accept the PM2&3 targets from the state. Travis went further to explain what the two Performance Measures on the docket to vote on were, and how they would affect the MPO, starting with pavement. 	

Dick Davis asked for a clarification on the 4 dispersal streets downtown. Travis said, yes that all four of those were included. 	

Travis went on to talk about what good and poor conditions meant, and how they were rated. Terry Nix explained that some streets shown now would be dropped from the NHS (National Highway System) as they are not principal arterials and do not belong on the NHS.

Kyle Ingham asked if the baseline number was statewide or district. Travis explained that this baseline was determined at the state level. Travis explained what would happen if we didn’t meet the performance measures. He explained that this was looked at on a state level, that they only looked at the interstate portions, and funding would be shifted. 

Mark Benton asked how pavement was rated. Kit explained, there is someone that does drive around the miles, and checking the pavement for rating. 

Travis talked on the Bridge Performance Measures and how bridges were scored for those measures. He explained that the Amarillo bridges that are in poor condition are all the load posted bridges that are currently under construction to change those ratings.

Dick Davis asked if there was a way to look at just city street bridges, and Kit Black confirmed that yes there was. And that they were checked every two years. Travis showed a map showing what the bridges on the NHS were all rated as, and said it took quite a bit of effort to go from a 5 (which is fair) to a 4 (which is poor) It wouldn’t just happen overnight, would take quite a bit of stress to change the rating. 

Kyle Ingham asked whether these were reasonable for us in Amarillo as we are only at 25% currently, and there is no realistic way for us to be at 50% in four years. Dick Davis asked if this also was reallocated at the state level. And Travis explained that yes that is the case. Kyle Schniederjan explained the necessity for putting in specific targets different from the state’s targets.

Through many discussions talking about the situation, it was determined that it would look better for us to accept the state targets, because changing it to be any less, would make it look like the Amarillo MPO is happy with a lower quality.	 

The recommendation of the TAC committee was to adopt the state standards for bridge and pavement. Dick Davis moved that we moved to support the state targets. Seconded by Brian Crawford. Passed unanimously 8-0
	
Item 5.  Consider and Discuss MPO Goals for MTP.
Travis talked about the MPO Goals, and why these were coming up now, and that these goals were meant to be put into the MTP. The talks from the TAC addressed planning factors, adding things that were not previously in our goals, and condensing others. Travis went over what the TAC’s final recommendation was for the MTP Goals to bring for discussion with the Policy Board. 

Brian Crawford stated that he appreciated the goal about safety, and Travis explained that it was important to all of the entities and it was added because it is so important to the MPO as a whole.  Randy Criswell said it was a very reasonable set of goals. Travis said it would be included in the new chapter of the MTP specifically for goals. 

Item 6.  Discuss Cat 2 Forumula
Travis explained that TEMPO has been working on updating the CAT 2 formula for funding for MPO’s across the state. MPOs couldn’t agree on a formula, they had the same basic ideas, but different weights on each item. Travis explained how the new breakdown was, taking the top 6 TMA’s and putting the rest who make up the rest of the population. And explaining how they are proposing to change them.	 

Dick Davis asked about how they calculate congestion, and Travis explained it’s a formula put out by TTI.

Kyle Ingham asked if our MPO was at the table during these discussions, Travis explained yes, but that there were more suggestions, that none of the others benefited more than a few MPO’s. He also showed a chart showing how the funding will change based on populations. 


Item 7. Presentation of the FY 2018 Annual List of Projects. 
Travis explained that these are a list of projects completed in the last year. He explained there were no individual projects, but there was transit funding, and some grouped projects that were worked on or let this year. 

Mark Benton asked about replacing lights all over town. Kit Black explained, that quite a few of these are parts of the projects themselves, and most are just a refreshing on internal mechanisms. Brian Crawford explained that project number 1 was moving the loop to Helium road was going along very well, and was scheduled to let in January. 

Item 8. Discuss Future Agenda Items.

Item 1.  Open Forum, time reserved for anyone to speak on any transportation related item, however, no action can be taken on items not on the agenda.
There was no new business for the open forum.
Item 2.  Discuss and Consider Approval of the April 2018 meeting minutes.
There was no changes to be made to the April 2018 Minutes. Jared Miller moved to approve the minutes, Nancy Tanner seconded. The vote passed 6-0.
Item 3.  Discuss and Consider the Approval of Revisions to the 2018 UPWP.
Travis explained that the need to revise the 2018 UPWP was due to unusual charges, like the previous administrator’s retirement, and the cost of hiring SGR to help with the process to find the new Administrator. Travis then explained that after some review there was about fifty thousand dollars that could be moved from other places, into the Administrative funds to counteract the money that had been taken out to pay for these things. Brian asked to make sure that moving the money would not cause other tasks to not be done. Jared Miller motioned to approve, and Nancy Tanner Seconded. The motion passed 6-0

Item 4.  Discuss and Consider Approval of the 2019 UPWP
Travis explained that this was the document that outlined the planning document funding. He talked about the way the funds would need to be shifted around so that there would be plenty of money in the correct places for the budget. Nancy Tanner motioned to approve, and Jared Miller seconded. The motion passed 6-0
	
Item 5.  Discuss and Consider Approval of the Transit Asset Management Performance Measures
Travis discussed approval of the performance measures, and the changes to those noting that the mean the percentage of assets past their useful life. Jared Miller, and Kyle Ingham asked what it would mean if the targets are not met. There would be no penalty, as this is just a goal to strive for. Kyle Ingham motioned to approve, and Jared miller seconded. The motion passed 6-0



Item 6.  Discuss and Consider Approval of the Planning Agreement between MPO and TxDOT and City of Amarillo.
Travis discussed the approval of the planning agreement between The MPO, TxDOT and the City of Amarillo. He explained that this document would expire in September, and covers a six year period. He discussed the scope that the agreement would cover, and the changes that had been made since 6 years ago. Kyle Schniederjan mentioned the conflict and resolutions researched and done for the agreement. Nancy Tanner moved to approve. Jared Miller seconded. The vote passed 6-0.

Item 7. Discuss and Consider letter of support for City of Amarillo BUILD grant application. 
Kyle Schniederjan spoke regarding the BUILD grant, asking for the MPO board to sign a letter in support for the project he planned on sending in for the BUILD grant. Jared noted that it was a resubmission that had been sent in each year for three years prior, and that the MPO had signed a letter each year showing their support. Kyle Ingham moved to Approve showing the MPO’s support. Nancy Tanner seconded. The vote passed 6-0

Item 8. Update on TxDOT 2019 Unified Transportation Program (UTP). 
Terry Nix, TxDot Planning director discussed the Unified Transportation Program(UTP), and updated the policy board staff on the updated UTP numbers. Terry discussed the needs for the projects and their various funding, and that they would need to fit into the projected budget. Mayor Nelson asked about the revising of the Category funds, and Terry explained that it was the Transportation Commission’s prerogative to revise funding. Kyle Ingham asked why the funding was reduced, and a discussion on the difference between Category 4 Urban and Rural funding, and the specific numbers. Kyle Schniderjan, Director of Capital Projects and Development for the city of Amarillo explained that the TAC committee looks at the projects and tries to define what projects can be completed. Kyle Ingham explained that he was worried that people were forgetting about the importance of the loop, and how we needed to fix that. Terry explained that one reduction does not equal a trend. Terry went on further to explain the rest of the revisions made for the 2019 UTP.

Item 9. Update on MPO Bylaws and MAB Expansion.
Travis Muno, MPO Administrator discussed with the policy board the subcommittee in charge of rewriting the MPO Bylaws. That the TAC had decided to put them off for a vote until the October Policy Board Meeting so they could be reviewed at the September workshop, and comments could be viewed accordingly before being put up to a vote. Travis explained that the MPO has been focusing on MPO’s that have a fiscal agent in their city to better understand how they handle their representation in smaller areas. Travis then discussed the process of updating the bylaws and the approval they would need to go through. Travis ended his presentation noting that we are looking at Canyon becoming a member and the updated Bylaws are hoping to be approved in January or at least heard in a meeting around that time.  Terry stood to clarify that Bylaws change the boundaries not the maps.

Presentation: Travis Muno, MPO Administrator
Bylaws and Suggested MAB Improvements:	

This item is to introduce the Policy Committee to the changes to the MPO Bylaws that the Technical Advisory Committee is recommending.  These changes are to allow for the expansion of the MPO Metropolitan Area Boundary to include Canyon and additional unincorporated areas.  Once changes are approved by this body the bylaws will be forwarded to TxDOT Planning and Programming Division in Austin.  After their review the approved documents will be sent to the Texas Transportation Commission for their approval.  Once the bylaws have approval from the Commission the changes will become effective. 	 

The Technical Advisory Committee formed a Subgroup to look at the bylaws.  This group reviewed bylaws from around the State. The review encompassed approximately twelve different MPOs in detail and well as a broad look at all MPOs in the state.  The majority of the MPOs where housed in a city or were stand alone.	
  
The Policy Committee will be asked to review the proposed changes, and allowed to ask questions and make comments.  After the discussion on the bylaws the Policy Committee will be asked to take action to adopt the changes.	 

One of thing first changes you will notice as you review the document is the format change.  The subgroup found the bullet style format made it easier to locate information.  The bylaws are broken down into seven articles.  These articles are based on items found in the bylaws across the state.  Listed under the Policy Committee and Technical Advisory Committee headings you will find some common topics.  These topics include representation, Composition, Responsibilities, and meeting information.	

One of the new areas of the Policy Committee is the area of representation.  This is one of the specific areas that needed to be addressed in expanding the boundary.  This is how current and future entities will be represented as the MPO grows.  As you examine the bylaws you will notice the citizen representatives where removed from the Policy Committee.  In our study of other MPOs we found only one other citizen representative in the whole state.  We moved the executive director of PRPC from the ex-officio member to a voting member of the Policy committee.  We feel this position would be a benefit to the regional perspective.  The other new position on the committee is the City Manager from Canyon. 	 

An inconstancy we found in our current bylaws is the responsibilities for the Technical Advisory Committee were defined but not for the Policy Committee. The responsibilities we added for the Policy Committee were taken straight from the Planning contract between the State DOT and MPO and the City of Amarillo. Another change is to allow the designation of a proxy.  This must be done in writing and submitted to the Policy Chair or the MPO director.  The last big item is the addition of the Fiscal Agent Article.   Please take time to read the new bylaws and feel free to ask any questions.

Bridge Condition Performance Measure and Pavement Condition Performance Measure:

One of the facets of the Fixing Americas Surface Transportation (FAST) Act is the requirement for performance measures.  If you recall in January of this year the policy Committee set targets for safety measures, then in July the body set Transit Asset Management targets.  The next set of targets for the MPO to address is on the Bridge Condition for the National Highway Performance Program and Assessing Pavement Condition for the National Highway Performance Program.  We will start with the Bridge Condition for the National Highway Performance Program.	

The two performance targets that must be set for bridges are the percentage of National Highway System (NHS) bridges by deck area classified as in Good condition, more on Good condition shortly.  The second target is the percentage of NHS bridges by deck area classified as in Poor condition.  The classification is based on National Bridge Inventory (NBI) condition ratings.  The condition is determined by the lowest rating for Deck, Superstructure, Substructure, and Culverts.  If the lowest rating is greater than or equal to 7, the bridge is classified as good; if it is less than or equal to 4, the classification is poor.  If the rating is below 7 or above 4 the classification is fair.  The deck area is computed using NBI structure length and deck width.	

The action required by the MPO is to support the relevant State DOT 4-year target or establish their own.  This must be done within 180 days of the State DOT target.  The State DOT set their target at the end of June.  If for 3 consecutive years more than 10% of the State DOT’s NHS bridges’ total deck area is classified as Structurally Deficient, the State DOT must obligate and set aside National Highway Performance Program funds for eligible projects on bridges on the NHS.	

The next performance measures are for the Assessing Pavement Condition for the National Performance Program.  There are four targets that the MPO must establish for this measure.  First is the percent of Interstate pavement in Good Condition and next is percent of Interstate pavement in Poor Condition. Third is percent of non-Interstate NHS pavement in Good condition and last is the percent of non-Interstate NHS pavement in Poor condition.	

Good condition suggests no major investment is needed.   As where Poor condition suggests major reconstruction investment is needed.  The action required by the MPO is to support the relevant State DOT 4-year target or establish their own.  This must also be done within 180 days of the State DOT target.  If Federal Highway Administration determines the State DOT’s Interstate pavement condition falls below the minimum level for the most recent year, the State DOT must obligate a portion of National Highway Performance Program and transfer a portion of the Surface Transportation Program funds to address Interstate pavement condition.	

It is the recommendation of the Technical Advisory Committee to support the Texas Department of Transportation’s bridge and road conditions targets.

Category 2 Formula Update:

Over a year ago TxDOT asked The Texas Association of MPOs to evaluate and recommend an update to the Category 2 formula that TxDOT uses for funding.  This is not a new approach to the way the formula has been updated.   This approach started around 2002.  The current formula was last updated in 2008.  The MPOs have had many meetings to evaluate the old formula and possible new formulas.  
There is currently more than one Category 2 formula; it is determined by the size of the MPO which formula is used.   The reasoning behind this is MPO’s of different sizes have different needs.  Therefore to get consensus on a formula it needs to address those different needs.  The biggest factor in both current formulas is population, from there it varies.  

At one of the first meetings conducted by Tempo it was still put forth to have two formulas.  The two groups are based on population of the metropolitan area.  The large group is the MPOs with a population at or over 700,000; the smaller group is those MPOs under 700,000.  The over 700,000 group contains six MPOs, the smaller group has nineteen MPOs.  The large group contains 83% of the population and the small group has 17% of the population.  Therefore the large group is allocated 83% of the funds and then their formula is applied to determine each MPOs funds.  The small group is allocated 17% of the funds and then their formula is applied to determine each MPOs funds.	

Over the last year at the Tempo meetings the MPOs have looked at 30 to 40 different formulas.  It looks like we have reached consensus but not a 100%.   If this is the formulas that are presented to TxDOT the earliest they would take effect would be the 2020 UTP.  The formula for the group of MPOs below 700,000 population looks like the factors will be Population 25%,Truck Vehicle Miles Traveled 22%, Congestion 16%, Total Vehicle Miles Traveled 15%, Lane-miles 12%, and Safety 10% (Fatal and incapacitating injury crashes as reported in Crash Reporting Information System(CRIS)).  It is also recommended to reevaluate the formulas every five years.

STUDY ORGANIZATION AND MANAGEMENT

The Amarillo Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO), acting in cooperation with the City of
Amarillo, City of Canyon, Potter and Randall Counties, the Texas Department of Transportation
(TxDOT), Panhandle Regional Planning Committee, Federal Highway Administration, and Federal
Transit Administration is responsible for coordinated, comprehensive, and continuing transportation
planning in the Amarillo Urban Transportation Study Area. These activities shall be in accordance with
Section 134, Title 23, United States Code (23 USC 134) and applicable federal and state regulations, as
amended. The Amarillo Urban Transportation Study Area and current Metropolitan Area Boundary
(MAB) includes the City of Amarillo, City of Canyon, the Village of Lake Tanglewood, the Village of
Timbercreek Canyon, the Village of Palisades and unincorporated portions of Potter and Randall
Counties. The geographic boundary of the MPO is shown on Figure 1.

The metropolitan planning process is focused on improvements to and maintenance of the transportation
system, which includes: major streets and highways, traffic operations, public transportation, pedestrian
and bicycle transportation. Urban transportation planning includes a long-range perspective, a short-
range view, and a mechanism for linking the two. The MPO produces a series of plans and programs that
help facilitate the transportation planning process. They include, but are not limited to, the Metropolitan
Transportation Plan (MTP), the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP), the Unified Planning Work
Program (UPWP), the Annual Project Listing, and the Public Participation Plan (PPP).

e The long-term transportation plan, known as the Metropolitan Transportation Plan, is the
Amarillo MPO’s strategy to respond to the transportation needs of the area for the next
twenty-five years.

o The short-term plan, called the Transportation Improvement Program, identifies
transportation projects to be implemented within four years.

e The Unified Planning Work Program describes the transportation planning activities to be
undertaken by the MPO staff for a one-year period.

e The Annual Listing of Obligated Projects, a listing of projects encompassed by the MAB that
have received transportation funds within the previous year.

o The Public Participation Plan is a set of procedures designed to provide every opportunity for
the involvement of citizens in the transportation planning process.

These plans and programs will lead to the development and operation of an integrated, intermodal
transportation system that safely and securely facilitates the efficient and economic movement of goods
and people.

In the absence of the Chair, the duties of the Chair shall pass to the Amarillo City Manager, then to the
TxDOT District Engineer.

Responsibilities\Duties:
The Policy Committee shall have the following responsibilities:

3. Ensure that the Metropolitan Planning Organization is adequately staffed.
4. Provide guidance and policy to the MPO Staff.

5. Review the limits of the MPO study area and make recommendations for revision when
necessary.

6. Review and adopt changes in transportation planning concepts, as recommended by the Technical
Advisory Committee.

7. Review and approve the Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP) and its revisions.
Review and adopt the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and its revisions.
9. Review and adopt the Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP) and its revisions.

10. Ensure the efficient and effective use of the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) PL Fund
and the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) Section 5303 planning funds.

11. Serve as liaison between various governmental units in the study area to obtain optimum
cooperation of all governmental units is implementing various elements of the plan.

Member Proxy:

Each Policy Committee member is expected to participate in regular and special meetings of the
committee. If a committee member is unable to attend a meeting, a designee may be appointed. The
designee will count toward a quorum and may vote on any matter authorized by the member who made
the designation. The designation must be in writing and submitted to the Policy Committee Chairperson
or MPO Director. Email communication will be accepted for written designations.

Member Term:

Voting and non-voting members shall serve on the Policy Committee as long as they hold their
employment position or elected office. The Policy Committee may offer ex-officio membership to other
Federal, State or Local officials or individuals who represent other transportation related groups.
Additional members will require a two-thirds majority vote approval from the Committee.

Quorum and Voting:
Fifty one percent (51%) of the total voting members shall constitute a quorum for transaction of business

at all meetings. A majority vote of the quorum will be sufficient to authorize any action, unless larger
majorities are specified in these by-laws. Each member shall have one (1) vote. If a quorum cannot be

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obtained, the members present may only discuss the date of the next meeting and the Chair shall then
adjourn the meeting.

Meetings:

This committee shall meet as necessary to perform its functions, not less than quarterly, unless the chair
or MPO Director determines that there is no business to conduct.

Methods of Calling Unscheduled Meetings:

Meetings of the Policy Committee may be called by the MPO Director, or the Chairperson of the Policy
Committee. Any five members of the Policy Committee as a group, may call a meeting by filing a
written request to the Chairman and the MPO Director. The MPO Director will then follow normal
procedures as to calling meetings (agendas, posting, etc.).

Meeting Notices:

The MPO Director shall be responsible for notifying committee members and the public of the date, time,
place, and agenda items for the meetings. All meetings are to be held as public meetings and shall be
published in the local newspaper and posted at the appropriate government offices at least seventy-two
(72) hours prior to the meeting.

Meeting Minutes:
MPO staff shall be responsible for composing the Policy Committee meeting minutes.

Other Committees and Subcommittees:

The Policy Committee may appoint other committees, as it deems necessary, to assist it in carrying out its
responsibilities. The Policy Committee shall define the responsibilities of any other committees or

subcommittees appointed for a special purpose.

Rules of Order:

The Policy Committee shall generally conduct business as prescribed in Roberts” Rules of Order in all

areas of parliamentary procedures or any voting member may invoke the rules, as necessary.

FISCAL AGENT

The fiscal agent of the Amarillo Metropolitan Planning Organization is the entity responsible for
providing fiscal, human resource, and staff support services to the MPO.

CODE OF ETHICS

The Policy Committee of the Amarillo Metropolitan Planning Organization, in accordance with Section
472.034 of the Texas Transportation Code, hereby adopts the following amendment to the bylaws of the
Amarillo Metropolitan Planning Organization for the purpose of incorporating the following code of
ethics for committee members and employees.

official conduct;

accept other employment or engage in a business or professional activity that the member or
employee might reasonably expect would require or induce the member or employee to
disclose confidential information acquired by reason of the offices position;

accept other employment or compensation that could reasonably be expected to impair the
member's or employee's independence of judgment in the performance of the member's or
employee's official duties;

make personal investments that could reasonably be expected to create a substantial conflict
between the member's or employee's private interest and the public interest; or

intentionally or knowingly solicit, accept, or agree to accept any benefit for having exercised
the member's or employee's official powers or performed the member's or employee's official
duties in favor or another.

Metropolitan Planning Organization Policy Committec members are considered to be local public

officials for the purposes of Chapter 171, Local Government Code.

A member must abstain from

discussion and voting if he or she has substantial interest in a business entity or real estate that would be
affected by a vote or decision of the Policy Committee. If a Policy Committee member must abstain from
a matter, then that member must file an affidavit as required under Section 171.004, Local Government

Code.

If a member or employee reasonably believes that another is or will violate this Code of Ethics, then such
member or employee shall notify the City Attorney of such concern.
