ITEM 3: Presentation and Discussion of the First Baptist Church Project.

Jason Taylor, Planner I presented the scope of the project being for the First Baptist Church Student Ministry Center, parking garage, and various site improvements, as well as the associated variances (x3) being requested and listed below: 

Variance/s requested: 

Variance 1: Variances from Walkway Improvement Design.

A. A variance from the required standard width of seven feet for the pedestrian way (pedestrian pathway) by two feet.

B. A variance from the required designated light standard and location of pedestrian lighting.

C. A variance from the requirement that frontage trees be located in the Furnishing Zone/within two to four feet of the curb.

Variance 2: A variance from the required designated design for Building Edge Standards related to buildings requiring a minimum setback of five feet from the property line.

Variance 3: A variance from the DAUDS of Wayfinding sign location and height, and to consider any proposed 
signage.
